e Canada’s International Climate Finance Program aims to support low and middle-income countries
already affected by climate change in their transition to sustainable, low-carbon, climate-resilient,
nature-positive and inclusive development. To ensure funding spent generates progress in line with this
goal, Environment and Climate Change Canada (ECCC) and Global Affairs Canada (GAC) collect
results on three key program indicators:

o Megatonnes of greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions reduced or avoided resulting from our funding
to international initiatives;

o Number of people in developing countries who benefited from Canada’s adaptation finance; and

o Amount of private finance mobilized through public sector investments.

e GAC and ECCC are committed to managing Canada’s International Climate Finance Program
(https://www.canada.ca/en/services/environment/weather/climatechange/canada-international-
action/climate-finance.html) in a way that sets clear, expected outcomes and yields positive results for
people and the planet. Both departments use data on key performance indicators as evidence to:

o support assessments of progress on expected program level outcomes;

o inform policy and program design;

o adjust programming and the allocation of human, financial, and technological resources; and
o demonstrate Canada’s commitment to addressing climate change.

e Evidence-based data on indicators is provided by partners through annual results collection exercises
administered by GAC and ECCC. For projects that have closed, results data is also collected. Results
collections provides indicator data that is then validated through internal quality assurance processes
and aggregated at a program level. This enables the departments to gather comprehensive information
about the results achieved with funding provided as part of the Government of Canada’s climate
finance commitment.

e The benefits from actions to fight climate change and its impacts materialize at various stages of project
implementation and, in some cases, may only start to accrue after the end of the project and extend for
many years into the future. Thus, the Government of Canada tracks and reports results data using
‘expected results’ and will continue to do so until information on actual results becomes available. Data

for ‘expected results’ are estimations that provide an initial overview of progress that can be expected
for specific projects, allowing Canada a basis against which to judge whether it is on track to meet
results targets. Some of Canada’s portfolio consists of 25-year concessional loans (known officially as
‘Unconditionally Repayable Contributions”), which means final outcomes will not be known until 2050.
For example, loans have been used to pay for the installation of solar panels that will avoid CO2
equivalent emissions. These panels could have an estimated life-cycle of 20 years, which means the
total emissions avoided will not actually have occurred until the end of their life cycle.

ECCC and GAC have established a comprehensive tracking and reporting system for funds disbursed
as part of the International Climate Finance Program, which contains project level data such as
financial information and sectoral coding, and enables the collection of information on results.

Canada also reports its international climate finance to the United Nations Framework Convention on
Climate Change (UNFCCC). Reporting obligations under the UNFCCC are fulfilled by ECCC through
the submission of biennial reports detailing climate finance disbursements, as well as providing
qualitative and quantitative information on programming. In reporting to the UNFCCC, the Government
of Canada applies internationally agreed methodologies and provides detailed methodological notes
where relevant to ensure transparency.

ECCC also reports aggregated indicator data and progress on or toward the three indicators for the
international climate finance program’s ultimate outcomes. This information is made public through
departmental reporting and on ECCC'’s climate finance webpages,
(https://www.canada.ca/en/services/environment/weather/climatechange/canada-international-
action/climate-finance.html) which feature key data and qualitative information on programming and
results.

GAC and ECCC also fuliill respective departmental reporting obligations, including through the
publication of Departmental Results Reports and the Report to Parliament on International Assistance
as required by the Official Development Assistance Accountability Act, as well as international
obligations through reporting to the UNFCCC.

To ensure transparency and accountability, projects are published on both GAC'’s Project Browser
(https://w05.international.gc.ca/projectbrowser-banqueprojets/) and ECCC's Initiatives and Programs
page (https:/climate-change.canada.ca/finance/). This includes overviews of the projects, partner
profiles, Canada’s contributions, expected and achieved results.

ECCC and GAC follow the Policy on Transfer Payments (https://www.tbs-sct.canada.ca/pol/doc-
eng.aspx?id=13525) and the Guideline on the Directive on Transfer Payments (https://www.tbs-
sct.canada.ca/pol/doc-eng.aspx?id=19421) to ensure the Government of Canada’s policy and guidelines
on spending are adhered to.

ECCC and GAC identify and manage different types of risks that may have an impact on the
effectiveness (obtaining results) and efficiency (value for money) of its initiatives. Amongst other tools,
the Fiduciary Risk Evaluation Tool (FRET) is used at GAC to evaluate, mitigate, monitor and manage
fiduciary risk for the Department’s climate finance investments. Similarly, ECCC uses its Project Risk
Assessment to evaluate the risks associated with each recipient and project which in turn informs the
departmental risk mitigation strategies, including compliance monitoring and reporting.

ECCC and GAC follow a rigorous process in developing, designing, approving and implementing climate
finance initiatives. For example, the authorized programming process is used across GAC for the
delivery of most development assistance programs to help ensure compliance with Transfer Payment
Policy and Directive, and other Canadian and international laws, regulations and policies.

In 2018, GAC conducted an audit of repayable contributions (https://www.international.gc.ca/gac-
amc/publications/audits-verification/2018/audit-contributions-contributions.aspx?lang=enq). Repayable
Contributions are a type of financial instrument that make up the majority of Canada'’s climate financing
to date.

o The objective of this audit was to provide reasonable assurance that a management control
framework for repayable contributions programs is adequately designed and effective to support
GAC in meeting its priorities, and its compliance with the applicable Treasury Board policies,
directives and operational standards (https://www.tbs-sct.canada.ca/pol/doc-
eng.aspx?id=14208).
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It found that GAC has put in place key effective measures that, when put together, form most of
the expected elements of a management control framework to ensure that it meets governmental
priorities and it is generally compliant with the applicable Treasury Board policies, directives and
operational standards.

Since 2018, Global Affairs Canada has taken steps to address the findings and
recommendations from this audit in order to continuously improve and further develop the
elements of the management control framework.

ECCC has not conducted an audit of climate financing. However, the Department undertook a
Horizontal Evaluation of the International Climate Change Cooperation
(https://www.canada.ca/en/environment-climate-change/corporate/transparency/priorities-

management/evaluations/report-international-climate-change-cooperation.htmi#toc16) in 2021-2022.

This evaluation exercise includes an assessment of Canada’s climate finance for the review period and
an overview of the results generated.

e}

The Horizontal Evaluation found that, during the evaluation period, Canada’s international
climate finance achieved its direct expected outcome to initiate both adaptation and mitigation
projects. It also made progress towards achieving its expected outcomes of leveraging
investments from the private sector, increasing climate resilience in developing countries and
meeting its GHG reduction target.

Nevertheless, the Horizontal Evaluation highlighted further opportunities could be leveraged to
improve inter-departmental collaboration and help ensure greater coherence in Canada'’s
position and action towards climate finance.

As a result of this Horizontal Evaluation, ECCC and GAC have taken steps to improve
governance of the International Climate Finance Program, notably the establishment of a formal
governance structure in the form of interdepartmental committees to oversee the effective
implementation of Canada’s climate finance commitments.

Les collectes de résultats fournissent des données
d’indicateurs qui sont ensuite validées par des processus internes d’assurance qualité et agrégées au
niveau du programme. Cela permet aux ministéres de recueillir des renseignements complets sur les

Les avantages découlant des mesures de lutte contre les changements climatiques et leurs
répercussions se matérialisent a diverses étapes de la mise en ceuvre du projet et, dans certains cas,
pourraient seulement commencer a s’accumuler aprés la fin du projet et se prolonger pendant de
nombreuses années. Ainsi, le gouvernement du Canada suit et déclare les données sur les résultats en
utilisant les « résultats aftendus » et continuera de le faire jusqu’a ce que l'information sur les résultats
réels devienne disponible. Les données pour les « résultats attendus » sont des estimations qui
fournissent un apergu initial des progrés auxquels on peut s’attendre pour des projets précis, ce qui
permet au Canada de juger si elle est en bonne voie pour atteindre ses objectifs de résultats. Une
partie du portefeuille du Canada comprend des préts concessionnels de 25 ans (connus officiellement
sous le nom de « contributions & remboursement non conditionnel »), ce qui signifie que les résultats
finaux ne seront pas connus jusqu’en 2050. Par exemple, des préts ont été utilisés pour payer
I'installation de panneaux solaires qui éviteront les émissions d’équivalent CO2. Ces panneaux
pourraient avoir un cycle de vie estimé de 20 ans, ce qui signifie que les émissions totales évitées se
produiront seulement a la fin de leur cycle de vie.

ECCC et AMC ont établi un systéme complet de suivi et de rapport pour les fonds déboursés dans le
cadre du Programme de financement international de la lutte contre les changements climatiques, qui
contient des données au niveau des projets, comme de l'information financiére et du codage sectoriel,
et permet la collecte d’'information sur les résultats.

Le Canada déclare également le financement international de la lutte contre les changements
climatiques qu'il recoit & la Convention-cadre des Nations Unies sur les changements climatiques
(CCNUCC). Les obligations de déclaration en vertu de la CCNUCC sont remplies par ECCC au moyen
de la présentation de rapports biennaux détaillant les décaissements au titre du financement de la lutte
contre les changements climatiques, ainsi que fa fourniture de renseignements qualitatifs et quantitatifs
sur les programmes. Dans ses rapports a la CCNUCC, le gouvernement du Canada applique des
méthodologies convenues a I'échelle internationale et fournit des notes méthodologiques détaillées, le
cas échéant, pour assurer la transparence.

ECCC déclare également des données agrégées des indicateurs et les progrés réalisés ou en cours
concernant les trois indicateurs clés pour les résultats finaux du programme international de
financement de la lutte contre les changements climatiques. Ces renseignements sont rendus publics
au moyen de rapports ministériels et sur les pages Web d’ECCC concernant le financement de la lutte
contre les changements climatiques

ECCC et AMC suivent un processus rigoureux pour élaborer, concevoir, approuver et mettre en ceuvre
des initiatives en matiére de financement de la lutte contre les changements climatiques. Par exemple,
le processus de programmation autorisé est utilisé dans 'ensemble d’AMC pour la prestation de la
plupart des programmes d'aide au développement afin d’aider a assurer la conformité a la Politique et
directive sur les paiements de transfert, ainsi qu’a d’autres lois, réglements et politiques canadiens et
internationaux.

En 2018, AMC a effectué un audit des contributions remboursables

constitue la majorité du financement de la lutte contre les changements climatiques du Canada a ce
jour.

o L'objectif de cet audit était de fournir une assurance raisonnable de la conception adéquate et
efficace d’'un cadre de contréle de la gestion pour les programmes de contributions
remboursables pour aider AMC a respecter ses priorités et a se conformer aux politiques,
directives et normes opérationnelles applicables du Conseil du Trésor. (https://www.tbs-
sct.canada.ca/pol/doc-fra.aspx?id=14208).

o |l a permis de constater qu’AMC a mis en place des mesures efficaces clés qui, mises ensemble,
constituent la plupart des éléments attendus d’un cadre de contréle de gestion afin de s'assurer
qu'il répond aux priorités gouvernementales et qu'il est généralement conforme aux politiques,
directives et normes opérationnelles applicables du Conseil du Trésor.

o Depuis 2018, AMC a pris des mesures pour donner suite aux constatations et aux
recommandations de cet audit afin d’améliorer et de développer continuellement les éléments du
cadre de contrble de gestion.

ECCC n’a pas réalisé d’audit du financement de la lutte contre les changements climatiques. Toutefois,
le Ministére a entrepris une évaluation horizontale de la Coopération internationale en matiére de
changements climatiques (https://www.canada.ca/fr/environnement-changement-
climatigue/organisation/transparence/priorites-gestion/evaluations/rapport-cooperation-internationale-
en-matiere-de-changements-climatiques.htmi#toc16) en 2021-2022. Cet exercice d’évaluation
comprend une évaluation du financement de la lutte contre les changements climatiques du Canada
pour la période d’examen et un apergu des résultats générés.

o L’évaluation horizontale a permis de constater que, pendant la période de I'évaluation, le
financement international de la lutte contre les changements climatiques du Canada a atteint le
résultat directement attendu pour lancer des projets d’adaptation et d’atténuation. Il a également
réalisé des progrés vers I'atteinte de ses résultats attendus, soit mobiliser les investissements
du secteur privé, accroitre la résilience aux changements climatiques dans les pays en
développement et atteindre sa cible de réduction des GES.

o Néanmoins, I'évaluation horizontale a fait ressortir d’autres possibilités pouvant étre exploitées
pour améliorer la collaboration interministérielle et aider a assurer une plus grande cohérence
dans la position et les mesures du Canada en matiére de financement de la lutte contre les
changements climatiques.
